				The California Air Resources Board’s attempt to force feed zero-emissions trucks on the states trucking industry has run into a major roadblock – the state cannot enforce its mandate on private fleets and drayage truckers. Lacking the necessary waiver from the U.S. EPA CARB has, at least temporarily, folded its cards and is trying to figure out a way forward. WSTA’s litigation challenging the ACF will continue as CARB intends to enforce the regulation on government fleets which could easily mean contracting demands on private fleets working for government agencies. This issue of WTN will update you on all the latest environmental news effecting your business. Things are changing almost daily with the new administration in Washington promising to gut many EPA regulations.
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				What a Difference a New President Makes for Trucking

				There are so many things going on since Jan. 20, 2025 when President Donald Trump stepped into the Oval Office, its frankly hard to keep track of. We believe that the transportation industry could see many positive outcomes as a result of this election, mainly the slowing of forced environmental related technology…which for now really does not work…at all…for at least heavy-duty trucking and off-road equipment.

				Following the sweeping electoral win, which makes Trump the second president in U.S. history to be re-elect-ed after a loss, Trump wasted no time in showing his new sense of presidential experience. The Republican presi-dent’s administration with agency leaders like EPA’s new Administrator, Lee Zeldin, will have significant control over federal agency rulemaking and litigation. Republicans also gained slight control of both the U.S. House and Senate.

				Trump in his first 45 days in office has signed over 100 Executive Orders (EO’s), many are pointed at loosening environmental regulations and eliminating governmental waste, fraud and abuse. These EO’s and work by DOGE should responsibly slow down forced trucking electrifica-tion and the elimination of independent contractors in di-rect conflict with California’s’ CARB regulations and AB 5, the anti-independent contractor laws here.

				Trump has already implemented many EO’s that will apparently roll back both Obama and especially Biden-era environmental policies. For trucking and the nation and especially California, the result could be reasonable and more importantly responsible electric and hydrogen tech-nology transfer for medium and heavy trucking and off-road equipment.

				Emissions standards are many times confusingly claimed to benefit overall public and environmental health but also raise the cost of replacing diesel burning equip-ment…presently generally articulated as a factor of 4. That means electrical and hydrogen powered vehicles are 4-times more expensive than ultra-clean new technology diesel and natgas engines.

				Fortunately, the emissions claims on the left are now perceived more like science fiction than fact, as the green narrative has changed from NOx and particulate matter to CO2, the gas element that 8+ billion people on the plant produce when we exhale and every living clade viridiplan-tae (green plants) on the planet need to survive. I read re-cently, that the Clean Freight Coalition, an industry group is reasonably critical of GHG3, GHG3 stands for the U.S. EPA’s Phase 3 Greenhouse Gas Emissions Standards for heavy-duty vehicles and came out with alarming findings. 
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				What a Difference a Few Months Makes

				Many members can, for now, can sigh with relief that they are no longer going to be required to purchase “Zero Emissions Vehicles” (a.k.a. an electric truck). As you’ll read in this issue of WTN, CARB blinked when, for whatever rea-son, U.S. EPA did not issue the necessary waiver for the en-forcement of the Advanced Clean Fleets regulation.

				Contrary to CARB’s public statement blaming the Trump Administration for their withdrawing their request for a waiv-er from U.S. EPA, there was clearly more in play, such as lawsuits (ours) and the threat of more lawsuits should EPA issue a waiver.

				It’s not that either CARB or EPA were afraid of litigation, we all know better than that. A more skeptical reading of the failure by EPA to issue the waiver is because they likely knew it wouldn’t survive a legal challenge with the make up of the Supreme Court (6 conservatives and 3 liberals). A failure at the Supreme Court for this landmark rule would have been a huge set-back for the environmental ideologues that popu-late both agencies and stymied their central planning goals for years to come.

				That doesn’t mean truck buyers are out of the woods yet, we still have the Advanced Clean Trucks regulation that has an EPA waiver mandating increasing percentages of ZEV’s to be sold by truck manufacturers ultimately phasing out com-pletely the ability to sell a diesel-powered truck in the state. This regulation is already making it difficult to buy diesel powered trucks in California because of the requirement that a certain amount of new trucks sold must be ZEV’s (and no-body is buying them).

				Fortunately, the association has a lead position in chal-lenging the legality of the ACF. While many groups and even trucking associations have praised the demise of the ACF, even taken credit for it, keep in mind most of these organizations did not even participate in the regulatory process building up to the passing of the regulation. They did not participate in hearings, file comments (as required to have legal standing to sue in many cases), nor did they file lawsuits challenging the rules. WSTA has always been a leader in challenging CARB’s overreach and it is bearing fruit.

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				WSTA Executive Committee Announces New Environmental Policy & Media Advisor

				Last December, WSTA’s Executive Committee recog-nized Joe Rajkovacz upon his retirement for his twelve and a half years of service as the Director of Government Affairs. In that capacity Joe put his fifty plus years of trucking expe-rience to work on legislation, regulation and as the spokes-man for WSTA in local and nationwide print and electronic media. To help fill those big shoes, last month the position of Environmental Policy & Media Advisor was created and the EC appointed Sean Edgar to this new role. 				The group estimates electrification of most trucking will cost over $1 trillion dollars just to implement, other sources say that for off-road equipment it will be double that amount. And so, remind me, which political group claims to not want any higher inflation than we have now…well it isn’t Trumps’!

				The political and social pressures behind trucking’s electrification won’t likely stop, maybe delayed, however, OEMs and engine manufactures have already made limited “beta testing” strides in electrification while some com-panies, head-scratchingly like Volvo see electrification as an important pathway regardless of U.S. regulations. Five of the seven major over-the-road truck OEMs are part of European-based global companies that have committed to the Paris Climate Accords, and all have shared goals to be-come carbon-neutral in North America by 2040, a mere 15 years from now.

				If the Trump administration manages to mitigate EPA regulations, California waivers and especially the SCOTUS decision concerning its previous CO2 Endangerment Findings (see below) as is hoped, we stand a chance to avoid a crisis. Also, if the administration does not weaken California’s emissions authority, anti-business blue states around the U.S. could still have the option to adopt CARB regulations, such as the ridiculous Advanced Clean Trucks (ACT) boondoggle. Depending on how Trump’s admin-istration approaches the issues, these rollbacks will face fierce environmental Nonprofit’s and Non-Government Organization’s (NGO’s) resistance in the courts, lefty media and the losing blue side of Congress.

				Many Interesting Stories Ahead

				In this Spring issue of the association magazine, there are many other interesting stories that support what the as-sociation is fighting for or against to protect the industry and membership. 				Environmental Defense Fund Sues EPA Over CO2 Emissions Reversal

				Just days after the new head of the EPA (Lee Zeldin) recommended the end of a 15-year-old finding that mainly CO2 emissions, threaten public health and welfare, the New York based Environmental Defense Fund (EDF) with total assets in excess of $490-million and over 1,000 employees, mostly attorneys sued the agency.

				In a lawsuit filed 3-3-2025, in the Washington, D.C., federal district court, the environmental nonprofit said the Trump administration must release the information it used to recommend reversing the so-called endangerment finding that requires the EPA to take action under the Clean Air Act to curb greenhouse gas (CO2) emissions. In his executive order titled “Unleashing American Energy,” Trump called 

			

		

		
			
				for the EPA to submit recommendations on the legality and continuing applicability of the Administrator’s findings on the “Endangerment and Cause or Contribute Findings for Greenhouse Gases Under Section 202(a) of the Clean Air Act [CAA]” by February 19th. What the EPA and any other agen-cies ultimately recommend could set the Trump administra-tion on a path resulting in the federal government’s inability to govern climate change by regulating GHG emissions.

				Without these historic findings, the EPA no longer has the legal authority to regulate emissions from vehicles, coal and natgas burning power plants and other sources of so-called CO2 pollution. Incidentally the states like California would also lose the ability to regulate!

				EPA Administrator Lee Zeldin’s recommendation to the Trump administration was claimed by EDF to be “under-taken in secrecy, is deeply cynical and will hurt Americans already experiencing severe harms due to climate change,” EDF Associate VP for Clean Air Strategies, Peter Zalzal, said in a statement. “The public has a right to know why Administrator Zeldin – the head of the agency charged with protecting the public from the harms of climate change – has instead chosen to trample the science and do the exact opposite.”

				The EDF said it filed the lawsuit after it did not re-ceive the requested records on the Trump administration’s plans for the finding through a Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request. The suit seeks to force the public release of the requested information and data.
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				Prior to founding his own firm in the mid-1990’s, Sean supervised key roles on two large federal projects. The first was the field investigation to remediate contamination dur-ing a military base closure for civilian use. The second was waste storage, packaging, transportation, and disposal for the US Department of Energy at Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory. In the private sector, Sean was the owner’s rep-resentative for the closure of the West Contra Costa Sanitary Landfill involving earthwork over 40 acres of the landfill site. He spent five years as a franchisee of Shell Oil Company in the Los Angeles area where he managed multiple service sta-tions, convenience stores and Smog Check station.

				For the past three decades, Mr. Edgar’s consulting prac-tice has consisted of association management and regula-tory advocacy relating to transportation and air quality is-sues. Mr. Edgar has an established presence at the California Air Resources Control Board (CARB) since the September 2000 adoption of the Diesel Risk Reduction Plan (DRRP) and has participated in every major on-road and off-road rulemaking for more than twenty years. Among his other ac-complishments, he represented the private solid waste col-lectors (California Refuse & Recycling Council) in the de-velopment and implementation of the CARB Solid Waste Collection Vehicle Rule, the first private carrier rule enacted by CARB. In 2009 Mr. Edgar was appointed by CARB to their Truck Regulations Advisory Committee. In 2011 he was authorized by CARB through a competitive bid process to train business owners about CARB rules. He is a recog-nized expert regarding CARB fleet rules implementation and technology options. In 2016 Mr. Edgar was appointed to the CARB Advanced Clean Local Trucks Committee. In 2019 he was named Technical Director for the CARB Diesel Filter Replacement Grant Program which resulted in the distribu-tion of $3 million in grant funds to repair or replace recalled emission systems for public agencies and private fleet own-ers. Sean was involved in all aspects of CARB development of the Advanced Clean Trucks (ACT) and Advanced Clean Fleets (ACF) regulations and was appointed by CARB to its Truck Regulations Implementation Group in 2023. As the Director at CleanFleets.net he supervises the firm’s staff of up to ten professionals serving more than 200 public agencies and private fleet owners with regulatory compliance services.

				Mr. Edgar holds a Bachelor of Arts degree in Political Science from the University of California at Berkeley. Additionally, in 2006 he earned an Air Quality Management Certificate from California State University Fresno Extension and has completed substantial technical training and continu-ing education in the fields of environmental law and regu-lation, hazardous materials management, and occupational safety and health.

				Regarding this new role, Sean will serve WSTA as the advisor on environmental issues as well as respond to media inquiries and member support needs. Sean has been an im-portant resource in the WSTA-led litigation against CARB that continues in state and federal courts.

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					In December I moderated a panel at the Electric Trucking US conference held at the San Francisco Airport Marriot Waterfront. These types of conferences had exploded in re-cent years, mostly in anticipation of CARB being able to imple-ment its Advanced Clean Fleets (ACF) regulation forcing truck owners to buy zero-emissions vehicles (we’ve got a lot of ar-ticles on this subject in this issue). I pretty much figure this was the first and last of this conference and others are likely to go “bye bye” too with the CARB withdraw of the ACF regulation.

					Who will Lead FMCSA?

					With the inauguration of Donald Trump as President he now has roughly 1,300 positions within the federal govern-ment that require Senate confirmation. We already have Sean Duffy confirmed as U.S. Secretary of Transportation (see ar-ticle on page 18). One of the key positions for the trucking industry to fill is Administrator of the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA).

					Behind the scenes maneuvering has been going on since election day and I am aware of some former FMCSA offi-cials that have reached out to organizations seeking support to become the nominee. I’m also aware of some individuals who have been contacted by transition staff, these individu-als are wholly unqualified in my opinion.

					Trump’s major task is getting all his nominees to lead Departments within the federal government through the nomination process, after that, those department Secretaries will be involved in suggesting individuals to be administra-tors of modal agencies under their control. Getting most if not all positions filled can easily take a year.

					As far as it goes with FMCSA, I believe that the American Trucking Associations will, once again, have huge influence over the selection process for FMCSA. They will only support someone who is essentially “in the bag” on their priorities. Basically, they want their own “Manchurian Candidate” that they control.

					This type of behavior happens with every new Administration. Democrats always go after people who are for greater government control, are “labor” friendly, etc. Republican’s tend to select leaders who are pretty much “lais-sez faire” in their approach to government. During Trump’s last 4-year stint in the White House, responding to federal rulemakings was like being the “Maytag repairman.” The phone hardly ever rang. Expect the same for the next 4 years.

				FMCSA Administrators Come and Go

				FMCSA was established as part of the Motor Carrier Safety Improvement Act of 1999. It’s first confirmed administrator in 2001 was Joseph Clapp. All administrators are presidential ap-pointees and must go through a Senate approval process which is why there have been so many “acting” administrators.

				Since the beginning of the agency there have been 7 confirmed administrators and 4 acting administrators, in ad-dition to Joseph Clapp they were:

				John Hill – confirmed by Senate in 2006

				Scott Darling III – confirmed by Senate in 2016

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				U.S. Transportation Department Announces Adrienne Camire as Acting Administrator for FMCSA

				On March 7, 2025 the U.S. Department of Transportation (USDOT) announced the Presidential ap-pointment of Adrienne Camire as Deputy Administrator and Acting Administrator of Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA). In this role, Ms. Camire will lead FMCSA’s efforts to advance commercial motor ve-hicle safety, improve the efficiency of the nation’s freight and passenger transportation systems, and restore common sense principles to regulatory oversight.

				 “I am pleased to wel-come Adrienne Camire as Acting Administrator of FMCSA,” said U.S. Secretary of Transportation Sean P. Duffy. “Ms. Camire is a dedicated leader who brings executive experience, vision, and a strong com-mitment to safety. I have no doubt FMCSA will continue to make our roads safer and keep America moving under her leadership.”

				Ms. Camire previously served as Chief Counsel for the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) during President Trump’s first term, where she oversaw all legal services related to FHWA’s management of the Federal-aid highway program. Ms. Camire has over 20 years of legal, regulatory and compli-ance experience within the private and academic sectors.

				“Thank you to President Trump and Secretary Duffy for their confidence in me to serve in this role,” said Ms. Camire. “I am honored to lead FMCSA in its mission to pre-vent commercial motor vehicle crashes, fatalities, and inju-ries on our Nation’s roads. 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					FMCSA’s new acting administrator, Adrienne Camire)
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				BOI Filing – What is it and do You Need to File?

				A lot of scammers and spammers have been hitting members with emails and text messages that they are in vio-lation of a new law and should do a BOI filing – with them – immediately. Of course, these scammers want you to pay them anywhere from $250 to $250 (or more!). Don’t fall for it!

				Simply, a BOI filing is really the Beneficial Ownership Information Report (BOIR) under the Corporate Transparency Act (CTA). The CTA requires certain types of U.S. and foreign entities to report beneficial owner-ship information to the Financial Crimes Enforcement Network (FinCEN), a bureau of the U.S. Department of the Treasury. The entities are LLC’s and corporations – not sole-proprietorships.

				However, a federal court order has halted the require-ment to file (something we have communicated through the newsletter). The U.S. Department of the Treasury, Financial Crimes Enforcement Network even has posted on its web-site the following notification:

				In light of a recent federal court order, reporting companies are not currently required to file beneficial ownership information with FinCEN and are not subject to liability if they fail to do so while the order remains in force. However, reporting companies may continue to voluntarily submit beneficial ownership information reports. More information is available at https://www.fincen.gov/boi.

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				If you should decide to report right now, simply go on-line to https://boiefiling.fincen.gov/ and click on the box BOI E-filing, get started. You will go to a second page that gives you the option to file a PDF BOIR or file online, choose to file online. All that will be asked is basic company information (ownership) and whoever files the report will need to upload a copy of their driver’s license. That’s it! Filing is also free
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				Despite CARB ACF Withdrawal Multiple Emissions Lawsuits and Challenges Continue

				The trucking industry at large breathed a sigh of re-lief to hear that CARB withdrew its federal application to implement the Advanced Clean Fleets (ACF) Regulation on January 13, 2025. The outgoing Biden Administration answered the following day that they considered the mat-ter closed, indicating a desire to leave little opportunity for the next administration to take up action on the matter. This month I look into the reasons for the ACF withdrawal, ex-plain why WSTA continues to fight for justice, and summa-rize several key programs yet to be affected by the change in Washington DC.

				Why did CARB blink? CARB approved the ACF in April 2023 and submitted the required application to the US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) in November 2023. The federal Clean Air Act allows California to apply for a “waiver” of federal requirements in order for California to enforce emissions standards more stringent than federal law. According to former CARB Chair Mary Nichols the CARB decision to withdrawal the ACF application was influ-enced by legal authority concerns and an incoming Trump Administration that is hostile to CARB’s actions.

				Portions of ACF remain: The CARB withdrawal does not mean that ACF is dead and buried, however, as it stands as an official California state regulation until further no-tice and the “State and Local Government” portion of the Regulation will be enforced according to CARB. At a mini-mum, this means that WSTA members as residents and rate-payers will face rate hikes for electricity, water and sanita-tion services. All public agencies in the state, regardless of size, must procure only zero emissions vehicles in 2027 and beyond. Due to the known high upfront costs and dwindling state budget funding to fund incentives one can reasonably predict that increased rates will be needed. As an example, one Central Valley city estimated a $20 million price tag to convert its refuse collection fleet to ZEVs and the City has no solid funding plan to deal with CARB’s ACF mandate.

				A second consideration is the likely effect on public works contracting. Many WSTA members derive revenue from public works projects ranging from pothole repair, lo-cal road and sewer projects to major critical infrastructure projects. When ACF affected agencies (who are currently left twisting in the wind by a broke Sacramento) must re-direct it limited capital resources to ZEVs one can predict that public works projects will be delayed, downsized or dropped. Finally, there are reporting deadlines and require-ments for drayage, “high priority,” and federal fleets for which the enforceability must be resolved. As of this writ-
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				ing, CARB has not revealed is next moves or whether it will try to replace ACF with some other regulatory scheme in the near future. Some observers suggest that CARB may time another ACF in anticipation of a more friendly post-Trump in 2028 or beyond. Due to the remaining uncertainty in how these portions of ACF will affect WSTA members, there have been no compelling reasons to drop the active litiga-tion against CARB at this point.

				Summary of WSTA Litigation: Western States Trucking Association vs. Steven Cliff (CARB Executive Officer) was filed on July 21, 2023 in Fresno County Superior Court.

				The suit requests a temporary and permanent injunction that would halt the implementation of the Advanced Clean Fleets (ACF). The causes of action relate to 1) inadequate CEQA analysis; 2) improper cost analysis; 3) lack of sci-entific review; 4) procedural violations by removing docu-ments from the public record; and 5) a post-Regulation no-tice that affects how WSTA members could be roped into buying electric trucks even if they are below 50 trucks or $50 million in gross receipts annually. CARB retracted its 
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				WSTA has joined a coalition of like-minded as-sociations and companies in petitioning the US Ninth Circuit Court of Appeals for judicial review of the CARB Omnibus Regulation approval given by the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA). Our filing follows EPA’s action in December by the outgoing Administrator to allow CARB to enforce the tighter truck engine emissions standards from 2024 onwards. The Petitioners are asking the Court to find EPA’s decision unlawful and remove the EPA approval, rendering the Omnibus Regulation invalid.

				WSTA Sues Over Low NOx Waiver

				CARB’s Regulation was adopted in 2020 and estab-lished a reduction of oxides of nitrogen (N0x) by over 80% between the 2024 and 2027 engine model years. The most recent estimates of the cost impact that I have heard is that new engines this year will cost between $10,000 and $25,0000 each. Many engine manufacturers have removed popular engine models from the available line up and there are caps on the amount of CARB-certified and those that are not CARB-certified. To further complicate matters, the sales of internal combustion engines in trucks >8,500 lbs. GVWR is also tied to the number of zero emission trucks sold. In light of the low customer demand and the withdrawal of the CARB Advanced Clean Fleets (ACF) the sales of new in-ternal combustion trucks have plummeted due to CARB’s regulatory house of cards. More stringent engine standards are not working to bring new engines into California due to CARB’s failure to fix foreseeable problems that WSTA and other warned them about.

				The timeline to hear the petition is not clear at this time. The Petition was also filed on behalf of the California Asphalt Pavement Association, California Fuels and Convenience Alliance, Associated General Contractors of New York, the New York Construction Materials Association and HR Ewell Inc, a privately held trucking company in Pennsylvania. Stay tuned to WTN as this story unfolds.

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				notice in October 2024, but the remaining four issues re-main. There have been extensive negotiations to resolve these issues outside of Court however this has not been suc-cessful to protect WSTA’s interests.

				Four separate federal actions have been filed in Washington DC during 2023-2024. These relate to EPA waivers that allow CARB to enforce electric truck manufac-turing mandates (“ACT”), Emissions Warranty and Airport Shuttle Bus operator requirements to buy only ZEVs, fed-eral Tailpipe Standards and Greenhouse Gas vehicle stan-dards. These actions have been slowly moving through the federal court system.

				Summary of Endangerment Finding: In 2009 the EPA determined that greenhouse gases endanger human health and welfare. In response to President Trump’s ex-ecutive orders on his first day, on February 26, 2025, “[t]hree people granted anonymity to discuss the action said EPA Administrator Lee Zeldin has recommended to the White House that the agency overhaul the finding, which underpins all Clean Air Act climate regulations.” Should the Trump Administration remove or modify the finding there could be additional legal authority problems with EPA waiv-ers already granted or future EPA waivers sought by CARB.

				Key CARB regulations remain: Neither the Omnibus Low N0x, Advanced Clean Trucks (ACT) nor the Clean Truck Check (CTC) are impacted by the recent CARB ACF withdrawal. Omnibus and ACT are playing out negatively for small to large truck purchasers. Most truck dealers are told by their OEMs that they must sell ZEVs in order to sell diesel or natural gas trucks. So, the customer is told that in order to buy a new CARB-certified engine for use in California that they must buy a ZEV for each three to ten internal combustion engines they buy, or they cannot do the transaction. Unless or until the OEMs rework their “Clean Truck Partnership” agreement on Omnibus and ACT with CARB this situation is expected to continue. Work arounds such as purchasing trucks outside of California then im-porting later may be uncertain as well. On the CTC front, CARB’s “VIS” database continues to be a challenge with paying the new annual emissions fee of $31.18 per truck and then implementing the confusing twice per year testing schedule for 2025 and 2026. Expect four times per year test-ing in 2027.

				Why we fight: CARB’s ACF withdrawal, while a wel-come delay, does not resolve WSTA’s concerns about CARB. There is nothing to say that CARB will not simply wait a year or two and time a new ACF to coincide with the January 2029 exit of Donald Trump. Legal challenges to CARB’s zero emission vehicle mandates are moving closer to the courtroom. Since the COVID-era push to outlaw internal combustion of petroleum fuels, WSTA has participated in the federal and state legal proceedings in which CARB passed several zero emission mandates and the prior EPA rubber stamped them. WSTA should view the legal challenges as the opportunity to cut the head off the snake that has been bit-ing you for decades by restricting CARB’s state and federal authority in a lasting way through victory in the courtroom.

					LAO to Legislature: Block CARB Authority to Impose Climate Fees

					California Governor Gavin Newsom has proposed a budget “trailer bill” that would give the California Air Resources Board broad authority to levy fees on entities reg-ulated by the agency. The “fees” (taxes are what they really are) would be for CARB to recover the costs of developing, implementing, and enforcing air pollution and greenhouse gas (GHG) reduction-related programs and regulations.

					In other words, CARB wishes to be able to tax most businesses within the state – especially trucking – at a whim without any legislative oversight. This is a major power grab by an agency many view as already out-of-control.

					The governor’s proposed authority would apply to any of the activities the department conducts pursuant to Division 26 of the Health and Safety Code. Division 26 is the main portion of state law that pertains to CARB, and in-cludes the department’s broad authority over air pollutants, as well as its authority to implement some programs aimed at reducing GHGs.

					An example of fees that could be assessed in trucking would be a fee based on the amount of diesel fuel burned per truck each year. CARB rationale would be that the “fees” could be used to further its desire to convert the entire truck-ing industry into using only zero-emissions trucks.

					Fortunately, the state’s Legislative Analyst Office (LAO) has come out strongly opposing such a scheme and advised the legislature to reject it. The LAO pointedly stated in its report to the legislature:

				

			

			
				
					“… it potentially could be interpreted to allow CARB to assess fees on certain entities (such as high polluters) and use the revenue to make payments to other entities (such as low polluters).”

					Breadth of Requested Fee Authority Does Not Appear Justified

					The LAO report cited two concerns with Newsom’s proposal. First, they did not believe that CARB had provid-ed a compelling rationale for why it needs such broad fee authority to pursue the state’s climate and air quality goals. CARB argues that the scale of actions needed to address California’s air pollution and climate challenges require more funding and that the proposed legislation would en-able it to raise those funds. For example, the department not could identify a specific set of problems it wants to address and actions it wants to undertake and request authority from the Legislature to raise fees that are targeted around support-ing those activities.

					Second, CARB has not provided adequate information over how it would use the proposed new authority. CARB is effectively requesting that the Legislature grant it author-ity to raise additional fees without providing a clear under-standing of what those fees would include, which entities would pay them, or the amount that would be charged. This lack of information makes it impossible for the Legislature to assess the costs or benefits of potential fees CARB might impose, thereby also precluding it from comparing and bal-ancing those two key considerations before approving this proposal.

					Hopefully, the legislature kills this power grab by CARB.
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				Happy New Year from AADT!

				As the new year rolls in AADT hit the ground run-ning by sending the first round of random selections for 2025. Just a reminder to get those completed as quickly as possible and to send documentation over to AADT so we can enter the information into the database. “Remit to” is noted on the notification letter (1st page) located in the last paragraph on the page.

				FMCSA Clearinghouse- many clients have been regis-tered since 2020 but have forgotten that they need to log on every year to run an annual query on each driver /Owner Operator which is a LIMITED query.

				Clients have called and said that they are experiencing problems logging in and/or they need to link their FMCSA portal account with the FMCSA Clearinghouse account. This has always been the objective for inspection purposes to have both accounts linked. To link your FMCSA portal, you must have your US DOT pin number which would have been mailed out to your business once you applied for your US DOT number, but many do not recall receiving the letter or where it might have been placed when they find them-selves in a bind.

				The US DOT pin number can be requested online which is mailed to your physical address filed with the Department of Transportation, but if your address has since changed an MCS-150 update was done, a paper update needs to be sub-mitted first. Unfortunately, AADT does not assist with these two services, but you can reach out to Brenda Salazar with Western States Trucking Association who can process both for a small cost.

				Drug & Alcohol Clearinghouse Scams

				We write often in the magazine about all the various scams members and clients receive. While not new, another scam email is being sent from a service that intentionally makes the sender look like they are the federal government including using what amounts to a deceptive Washington D.C. address which is intended to make unsuspecting people believe the spammer is part of the U.S. Government – they are not.

				This particular email scam comes from notice@clearinghouse.dotclh.us with a company name of Federal Applications Processor and a mailing address of 2020 Pennsylvania Ave NW #1022, Washington, DC. This same company also sends notices under the name U.S. DOT Processor with the same address.

				The email is purposely deceptive (as shown below) be-cause it claims that “Clearinghouse Queries are now due for all driver…” There is no way for a company to know when you must perform your annual queries. This is just a scare tactic intended by the sender to drive traffic to their website which also is designed to look as if it is the actual US DOT Drug & Alcohol Clearinghouse. Finally, the sender does not place a disclaimer on the email that they are NOT US DOT nor associated with the federal government.

				When you get these emails, just like texts, list them as spam so it stops them from coming into your inbox (until they change their sending email address, which many do so you get hit with them again).
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				La Diferencia Que Unos Meses Hacen

				Comprar un “Vehículo de Cero Emisiones” (también conocido como un camión eléctrico). Como leerá en esta edición de WTN, CARB parpadeó cuando, por cualquier motivo, la EPA de EE. UU. no emitió la exención nece-saria para la aplicación de la regulación de Flotas Limpias Avanzadas.

				Contrariamente a la declaración pública de CARB en la que culpaba a la Administración Trump por retirar su so-licitud de exención a la EPA de EE. UU., claramente había más en juego, como demandas (las nuestras) y la amenaza de más demandas si la EPA emitía una exención.

				No es que CARB o EPA tuvieran miedo de los litigios, todos sabemos que no es así. Una lectura más escéptica del fracaso de la EPA a la hora de emitir la exención es que probablemente sabían que no sobreviviría a un desafío legal con la composición de la Corte Suprema (6 conservadores y 3 liberales). Un fracaso en la Corte Suprema de esta norma histórica habría sido un gran revés para los ideólogos ambi-entales que pueblan ambas agencias y habría obstaculizado sus objetivos de planificación central para los años venideros.

				Eso no significa que los compradores de camiones estén fuera de la lupa, todavía tenemos la regulación Advanced Clean Trucks que tiene una exención de la EPA que exige que los fabricantes de camiones vendan porcentajes cada vez mayores de vehículos eléctricos de cero emisiones, eliminando así por completo la posibilidad de vender ca-miones diésel en el estado. Esta regulación ya está dificul-tando la compra de camiones diésel en California debido al requisito de que una cierta cantidad de camiones nuevos vendidos deben ser vehículos eléctricos de cero emisiones (y nadie los está comprando).

				Afortunadamente, la asociación tiene una posición de liderazgo en la impugnación de la legalidad de la ACT. Si bien muchos grupos e incluso asociaciones de camioneros han elogiado la desaparición de la ACF (la “otra” regla), incluso se han atribuido el mérito por ella, tenga en cuenta que la mayoría de estas organizaciones ni siquiera particip-aron en el proceso regulatorio previo a la aprobación de la regulación. No participaron en audiencias, ni presentaron comentarios (como se requiere para tener legitimidad legal para demandar en muchos casos), ni presentaron demandas impugnando las reglas. WSTA siempre ha sido líder en de-safiar los excesos de CARB y esto está dando frutos.

				Presentación BOI: ¿Qué es y qué necesita presentar?

				Muchos estafadores han estado molestando a los miem-bros con correos electrónicos y mensajes de texto dicién-doles que están violando una nueva ley y que deben pre-sentar una declaración ante la BOI (con ellos) de inmediato. Por supuesto, estos estafadores quieren que les pagues entre $250 y $250 (¡o más!). ¡No te dejes engañar!

				Simplemente, una presentación de BOI es en realidad el Informe de información sobre beneficiarios reales (BOIR) según la Ley de Transparencia Corporativa (CTA). La CTA exige que ciertos tipos de entidades estadounidenses y ex-tranjeras informen información sobre beneficiarios reales a la Red de Ejecución de Delitos Financieros (FinCEN), una oficina del Departamento del Tesoro de Estados Unidos. Las entidades son LLC y corporaciones, no empresas unipersonales.

				Sin embargo, una orden de un tribunal federal ha de-tenido el requisito de presentar (algo que hemos comuni-cado a través del boletín). La Red de Ejecución de Delitos Financieros del Departamento del Tesoro de Estados Unidos incluso ha publicado en su sitio web la siguiente notificación:

				A la luz de una orden judicial federal reciente, las em-presas informantes actualmente no están obligadas a presen-tar información sobre beneficiarios reales ante la FinCEN y no están sujetas a responsabilidad si no lo hacen mientras la orden permanezca vigente. Sin embargo, las empresas que informan pueden continuar presentando voluntariamente in-formes de información sobre beneficiarios reales. Más infor-mación está disponible en https://www.fincen.gov/boi 

				Si decide presentar ahora mismo, simplemente acceda a https://www.fincen.gov/boi y haga clic en la casilla BOI E-filing, start. Irás a una segunda página que te da la op-ción de presentar un PDF BOIR o presentar en línea, elige presentar en línea. Todo lo que se le pedirá es información básica de la empresa (propiedad) y quien presente el informe deberá subir una copia de su licencia de conducir. ¡Eso es todo! La presentación también es gratuita.

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				Construction and Trucking Two Most Deadly Occupations

				In December the Bureau of Labor Statistics released their Summary of Fatal Occupational Injuries for 2023.

				For 2023 construction had the most fatalities (1,075) for all sectors and the number represented the highest total for construction since 2011. Construction related “transporta-tion” accounted for 240 of the sectors fatalities.

				The transportation sector had the second most fatalities in 2023 (930) which was a decrease of almost 12 percent from 2022. Roadway collisions with another vehicle ac-counted for 249 fatalities and roadway collisions with an ob-ject other than a vehicle accounted for 193 fatalities. Within this sector 314 fatalities occurred on an interstate, freeway, or expressway and 117 occurred on local roads or streets.

				Combining the relevant parts of both construction and transportation yielded that workers in transportation and material moving occupations represented the occupational group with the most fatalities (1,495) in 2023. However, fa-talities for this group declined 7.7 percent from 2022, driven by an 11.9-percent decrease in fatal injuries to heavy and tractor-trailer truck drivers. The rate for the occupational group also decreased from 14.6 per 100,000 FTE in 2022 to 13.6 in 2023.

				In total, 5,283 worker fatalities happened in all of 2022.

			

		

		
			
				California Fires Show that Exemptions Need to be Made to Zero Emission Truck Rules

				In January wildfires exploded across Los Angeles County destroying thousand of homes and business along with costing the loss of life.

				The Palisades, Eaton, Hurst and Lidia fires proved to be uncontainable in the face of record Santa Ana winds. The blame game began immediately with many targeting Los Angeles Mayor Karen Bass and Governor Newsom. Both were defiant in accepting any responsibility for their poli-cies that contributed to the mass destruction.

				The Los Angeles Fire Department was constantly deal-ing with fire hydrants that did not emit any water. Both poli-ticians were quick to blame the electric company for having turned off power to the affected areas. That may or may not have contributed to the lack of functioning fire hydrants, we’ll have to wait and see.

				Regardless of when an actual report is finally done about the failings of government to respond in an effective manner, the fires and the mobilization to fight them ex-posed a major flaw in California regulators (CARB) rules imposing zero-emissions truck mandates on everyone – no exemptions except one. There is an exemption for “emer-gency equipment,” but our members don’t fall under that. The exemption only applies to “publicly owned vehicles,” CVC Section 165.

				Taking the Mayor and Governor at their words (tough to do most of the time) that the lack of functioning fire hydrants was because of loss of electric power to affected areas, it doesn’t take much curiosity to ask oneself, “how the hell are we going to assist raging infernos with electric trucks when the power is cut-off?” 

				In its mad zeal to transform transportation into an envi-ronmentalist utopian viewpoint, CARB has completely re-buffed all sensible suggestions to creating exemptions from their mandate of zero-emission trucks.

				It doesn’t take much forethought to see the eventual calamity this shortsightedness will cause in the future. Just take the hollow explanations of failure from Bass and Newsom – no electricity – at their word. If that explanation turns out to be accurate, how are electric trucks supposed to operate in an environment where electricity is cut-off? Fire department equipment during the fires was augmented with private sector trucks both water trucks and yes, dump trucks. TV news reports clearly showed these vehicles operating in restricted areas.

				This all happened in an urban environment where elec-trical infrastructure is supposedly readily available. Now image the outcome in the forested parts of the state that burn too. There is no infrastructure to recharge a zero-emissions vehicle of any kind, nor will there ever be.

				in January look minor compared to what lies ahead when totally stoppable fires cannot be stopped because the equip-ment being used to respond cannot remain on station due to limited recharging/refueling infrastructure.
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				ANALYSIS - CARB Pulls Waiver Request for ACF

				On Wednesday January 15, 2025 the trucking industry received a late Christmas gift when it was announced the California Air Resources Board (CARB) pulled it waiver re-quest from U.S. EPA for its Advanced Clean Fleets (ACF) regulation.

				The regulation was intended to force trucking fleets with 50 or more trucks and/or $50 mil-lion or more in annual revenues to purchase by an increasing per-centage, zero emissions vehicles (ZEV’s). The rule also forced those in the drayage industry, in-cluding one-truck operators, to eventually purchase only ZEV’s.

				The withdraw of the neces-sary waiver from U.S. EPA hap-pened just before the Presidential inauguration of Donald Trump. CARB Chair Liane Randolph issued a statement, quoted by virtually all major media sources, including in the trucking industry, as blaming the incoming Trump Administration as likely to try and revoke the waiver if EPA granted it. In an age of “misinformation,” that is exactly what her statement was – misinformation, or better diversionary from what we believed really happened.

				CARB submitted its waiver request to EPA in November of 2023. The EPA had plenty of time to act on the waiv-er should it have so chosen. In fact, EPA granted CARB a waiver on December 18, 2024 for its Advanced Clean Cars rule that mandates manufacturers sell an increasing number of ZEV’s and ultimately bans all gas-powered car sales in the state by 2035 (10 years away). There was no statement from Chair Randolph expressing concern that the Clean Cars waiver was in trouble (but it might be).

				Blaming President Trump for any environmental set-backs has become sport for left leaning bureaucrats, me-dia, and especially environmentalist. We think blaming the Trump Administration was just a convenient dodge to placate environmentalist who championed the regulation. We were told about midyear in 2024 that the waiver was in trouble.

				In 2022 the U.S. Supreme Court took up a case named West Virginia, et al. v. EPA and issued a major decision that very likely made the U.S. EPA question its legal authority to approve CARB’s waiver request.

				The West Virginia case made its way to the U.S. Supreme Court after an Obama era rule (Clean Power Plant) issued by EPA would have effectively banned coal fired electrical power plants in the U.S. Instead, power generating facilities would have had to increasingly rely on wind and solar. This was all done under the guise of “agency expertise” and to further regulate/restrict CO2 emissions.

			

		

		
			
				Ultimately, the Supreme Court in a 6-3 decision said the EPA did not have the authority to ban a means of generating electricity, that was the role of congress. The Clean Air Act (CAA) only allowed EPA to regulate emission from existing sources with emissions reduction technologies.

				It doesn’t take a stretch of the imagination to believe that decision weighed heavily at EPA in evaluating CARBs request. CARB was asking to remake an entire industry to fit their idealistic worldview under the guise of “climate change.” Never mind that todays new diesel engine technol-ogy is 98 percent cleaner in emissions when compared to just a generation ago. CARB wanted to transform an entire industry into their vision of “green.” 

				In essence California was asking EPA to allow it to fun-damentally change an industry and restrict the use of inter-nal combustion engines – exactly what the Supreme Court said EPA lacked the authority to do under the CAA. EPA was in a box. They could have embarrassed CARB by issu-ing a denial of the waiver request which would have been humiliating to CARB. Instead, based on what we were told last year, it makes sense that the EPA “suggested” CARB would be wise to withdraw their waiver request to avoid having the Agency issue a very public repudiation to CARB.

				California in backing away from the waiver request to force private parties to buy ZEV’s, while a victory now, doesn’t necessarily mean this whole issue goes away. CARB is nothing but persistent and many of the bureaucrats within the Agency truly believe they are at the vanguard of saving the planet from “Climate Change.” 

				We would expect CARB personnel to begin internal dialogue on “how” they could “get around” the fact they do not have a waiver – something they publicly stated was required.

				U.S. Supreme Court Sides with ARTBA

				The U.S. Supreme Court March 4, 2025 handed ARTBA and its allies a major victory, ruling that the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) cannot impose water quality con-ditions in Clean Water Act permits without clear, enforce-able limits. The decision cited the amicus brief filed by ARTBA and two other national associations, which argued that permit holders for construction projects need clarity to meet federal requirements.

				The 5-4 ruling in City and County of San Francisco v. EPA should prevent agencies from making permit holders responsible for broader water quality conditions beyond their control. The Court reinforced that the Clean Water Act requires specific limits on discharges, not open-ended mandates, ensuring that permit holders know what is legally required of them. This could reduce legal risks and com-pliance uncertainty for transportation projects that require stormwater and wastewater permits.
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				Former Congressman and FOX News Personality Confirmed as New Secretary of Transportation

				President Trump’s nominee to lead one of the largest federal government departments, U.S. DOT is Sean Duffy and he was confirmed by the Senate on January 29th. Duffy is a former Wisconsin congress-man, FOX News personal-ity, and husband to current FOX News personality Rachel Campos Duffy.

				US DOT is arguably the most important depart-ment within the U.S. government for motor carriers, truck owners, and drivers. The department oversees 11 “modal” agencies which includes; Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration, Federal Highway, Pipelines and Hazardous Materials Administration, and National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. U.S. DOT also oversees aviation, railroad, and maritime.

				Duffy was born in Wisconsin, the tenth of eleven chil-dren. He graduated from St. Mary’s College and earned a law degree from the William Mitchell College of Law (both schools located in Minnesota). He gained national attention by appearing on reality TV shows in the late 1990’s, includ-ing MTV’s The Real World of Boston and Road Rules: All Stars where he met his wife.

				Overdrive Magazine reported that they were told by a DOT spokesperson that Duffy held a CDL for thirty years. They speculated that he had the CDL as part of being a lumberjack early in life. Duffy’s DOT profile states he “comes from a long line of lumberjacks” from northern Wisconsin.

				Duffy returned to Wisconsin and began serving as District Attorney for Ashland County. He won reelections in 2002, 2004, 2006, and 2008.

				When longtime congressman David Obey (D-WI) an-nounced his retirement after serving the 7th District of Wisconsin from 1969 to 2011, Duffy entered the race to replace Obey as a Republican. Duffy won the election and served from 2011 to 2019 when he resigned to help his wife with their 9th child.

				Duffy doesn’t have much in his background related to transportation other than he voted in 2011 in a failed piece of legislation to eliminate the Davis-Bacon Act requiring pre-vailing wages to be paid on federally funded projects.
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				WSTA Urges Trump Administration to Stop Speed Limiter Mandate

				On January 16, 2025, the WSTA along with 16 other as-sociations penned a letter to President Trump asking him to indefinitely postpone, and ultimately rescinding, the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration’s (FMCSA) proposed mandate for speed limiters on all heavy-duty commercial motor vehicles (CMVs).

				 The letter states, “In 2016, the Obama Administration initiated this rule-making to restrict all heavy-duty commercial CMVs to a single top speed across the country. Upon assuming office in 2017, your Administration wisely removed this rulemaking from its regulatory agenda and took no further action. Unfortunately, in May 2022, FMCSA revived this mandate with a new Notice of Proposed Rulemaking, again propos-ing to limit heavy-duty CMVs to a single speed. We ask that you again remove, and ultimately rescind, this NPRM (FMCSA-2022-0004-0001) from USDOT’s regulatory agenda.

				The attempt to federally mandate speed limiters on CMV’s would circumvent a 1987 law signed by President Ronald Reagan, the Surface Transportation and Uniform Relocation Assistance Act, where Congress permitted states to raise speed limits to 65 mph (105 km/h) on rural Interstate highways. Congress lifted all federal speed limit controls in the National Highway System Designation Act of 1995.

				The national speed limit was created by congress in re-sponse to the 1974 Arab oil embargo to the U.S. and it was viewed at that time as a way to save fuel. It’s alleged safety benefits as well as fuel savings benefits were never quanti-fied and the national 55 mph law was arguably the most despised and violated law – perhaps ever.

				Champions of requiring trucks to be speed limited in-cludes most highway safety groups but also large motor carrier associations who, just like with the ELD mandate, want to place obstacles in the way of their smaller business competitors.

				In addition to the WSTA, other signatories to the letter were: Agricultural Retailers Association, American Pipeline Contractors Association, Associated Equipment Distributors, Mid-West Truckers Association, National Aquaculture Association, National Asphalt Pavement Association, National Association of Small Trucking Companies, National Cattlemen’s Beef Association, National Ready Mixed Concrete Association National Stone, Sand & Gravel Association, National Utility Contractors Association, North American Punjabi Trucking Association, Owner-Operator Independent Drivers Association, Power & Communication Contractors Association, Towing and Recovery Association of America, Inc., United States Cattlemen’s Association.
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				U.S. Supreme Court Refuses to Hear One California Waiver Case, Agrees to Hear Another

				On December 17, 2024, the U.S. Supreme Court refused to hear a case brought by 17 states (Ohio v. U.S. EPA) chal-lenging California’s clean vehicle waiver which mandates phasing out the sale of cars using the internal combustion engine. The case was originally filed in May of 2022.

				By rejecting the case the Supreme Court allowed to stand a decision made by the U.S. Court of Appeals for the D.C. Circuit that the states had no standing to bring their Clean Air Act challenges and that their constitutional chal-lenge were not supported.

				The rejection of the case is a minor set-back with the multiple legal challenges underway regarding California’s push to eliminate fossil fuel powered vehicles. WSTA has numerous legal challenges unaffected by this decision.

				However, the decision by the Supreme Court should not be seen as indicating they are not interested in these types of cases, they clearly are, and the court closely adheres to whether anyone or group has “standing” to bring forth a case. Standing, or locus standi, is a legal requirement that a party must meet to bring a lawsuit in court. It’s a way to ensure that the court is hearing a case with real-world conse-quences, not just a debate.

				Standing is determined by a test and whether a party has the right to challenge another’s actions, and that they have a sufficient connection to and harm from the action.

				Court Agrees to Hear Energy Groups Petition

				In a related case (Diamond Alternative Energy, LLC v. EPA et al), on December 13, 2024, the court agreed to take up a coalition of energy producers (gasoline) case challeng-ing the same waiver.

				The court is limiting the argument to whether the groups challenging the granted waiver have legal standing to bring the case. This follows a lower federal court ruling that the groups had failed to show how the judiciary could fix any harm they suffer as a result of the waiver being issued. The WSTA filed an amicus brief in the circuit court supporting the challengers.

				Should the court decide in favor of the energy groups, they would send the case back down to the circuit court for further proceedings. The court will not decide on the merits of plaintiff’s legal arguments challenging the granted waiver.

				Our Legal Challenge Unaffected by Courts Decisions

				As happens all too often in today’s press, writers insert their limited knowledge of other cases to opine on what a decision such as the Ohio v. EPA means for other pending litigation. Oftentimes, their opinions quietly display their bias, in this instance favoring mandates to outlaw the inter-nal combustion engine.

				In WSTA et al v. U.S. EPA we are challenging the waiver issued for the Advanced Clean Trucks (ACT) rule. The ACT is essentially a mandate on manufactures to sell increasing numbers of zero-emissions heavy-duty vehicles eventually requiring 100 percent of sales to be zero-emissions.

			

		

		
			
				It is unlikely that WSTA will face a “standing” issue since truck buyers are ultimately directly affected by being forced to purchase mandated vehicles. However, since the ACT is a rule directed at manufactures, it is not out of the realm of possibility that the D.C. Circuit court could accept that sort of argument from supporters of the rule to sidestep hearing the case. Should that happen, we’d be in the same position as the energy producers in petitioning the Supreme Court.

				Assuming the standing issue doesn’t bog down our case, our legal arguments are decidedly different from those used in other cases. The WSTA case will be highly focused on whether U.S. EPA is granting waivers without following the requisite requirements of Clean Air Act Section 209(b).

				It has always been our argument that the U.S. EPA uses no standard in issuing waivers to California instead con-stantly relying on the position “they are required to issue the waiver.”

				But Section 209(b) does set the following three condi-tions before EPA can issue a waiver for any California mo-bile source emission standard:

				The standard is, in the aggregate, at least as pro-tective of public health and welfare as applicable federal standards;

				The standard is needed by California to meet com-pelling and extraordinary conditions in the state; and

				The standard and accompanying enforcement pro-cedures are consistent with Section 202(a) of the Clean Air Act.

				For each condition the WSTA has a myriad of legal ar-guments that have never been heard by the D.C. Circuit and we look forward to our day in court. 
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					Many have a healthy skepticism of our political process, but the fact remains that it cost money to run successfully for a political office. 				Truck Drivers Getting Robbed at Arizona Rest Area

				The rest area at San Simon, AZ on I-10 has always at-tracted riffraff and now the Cochise County Sheriff’s Office is asking the motoring public to both be aware of their sur-roundings and to help in identifying a ring responsible for robbing truck drivers.

				The following was posted to the Cochise County Sheriff’s Office Facebook page on Feb 6th:

				The Cochise County Sheriff’s Office is investigating two separate incidents that occurred last February (2024) at a rest stop off of Interstate 10 near San Simon.

				The first incident involved a driver who observed be-tween 5-8 people celebrating in the parking lot and talking about a man giving away money after winning big at a ca-sino. The driver approached the group to see what was going on when a male subject showed him several hundred dollars and offered to double what was in the victim’s pocket. When the driver checked his money (amounting to almost two thousand dollars), the suspect grabbed it and ran away. As the victim attempted to follow the suspect, he was physi-cally held back from behind and then directed to a white truck which the person/people holding him advised the sus-pect was in. The victim stopped the truck and determined that the driver and sole occupant was NOT the suspect. The victim advised that other people all fled the area in multiple vehicles.

				The second inci-dent was the follow-ing day when a driv-er, who was sleeping at the rest area, was awakened by some-one banging on his door and yelling that a “driver needed help.” The victim got out of his truck and attempted to follow the person to the lo-cation where someone needed help when he turned and ob-served a male subject in the passenger side of the truck. As the victim ran back to his vehicle someone tripped him and he fell hitting his head causing injury. The victim advised that between 5-8 subjects fled the area in multiple vehicles and they took a significant amount of money from inside the victim’s vehicle.

				On February 5, 2025, the Sheriff’s Office was advised of several people at a rest stop near San Simon behaving suspiciously and photos were taken for reference.

				The Cochise County Sheriff’s Office has identified 40-year-old Adam Smith with a last-known address on the east coast as an investigative lead. We are asking for the public’s help in locating this subject who is known to associ-ate with several other male and at least one female subject.

				If anyone has information related to this person, we ask that you call SEACOM at 520-803-3550 or your local law enforcement agency to provide information.

				We are encouraging the motoring public to take precau-tions, have situational awareness of their surroundings, and stay safe out there!

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				Trump Issues Slew of Executive Orders in First 48 Hours

				In President Trump’s first 48 hours back in office he is-sued in excess of 100 Executive Orders (EO’s) intended to put his imprint on everything from American foreign policy to how federal agencies go forward. One of his first EO’s was to immediately halt all federal government agencies from issuing any new regulations. This was intended to halt the burdensome churn of regulations until his cabinet picks are in-place to oversee the agencies (AKA, “the swamp”).

				One of his more interesting EO’s is titled Unleashing American Energy and it shows Trump is determined to un-wind all the restrictions put in place by the previous admin-istration on energy production in the U.S. all the placate ex-treme environmentalists.

				The EO starts out saying, “By the authority vested in me as President by the Constitution and the laws of the United States of America, it is hereby ordered: America is blessed with an abundance of energy and natural resources that have historically powered our Nation’s economic prosperity. In recent years, burdensome and ideologically motivated regu-lations have impeded the development of these resources, limited the generation of reliable and affordable electricity, reduced job creation, and inflicted high energy costs upon our citizens. These high energy costs devastate American consum-ers by driving up the cost of transportation, heating, utilities, farming, and manufacturing, while weakening our national security. It is thus in the national interest to unleash America’s affordable and reliable energy and natural resources.”

				This particular EO went much further than wanting to un-leash American energy production. In recognition of the role played by various federal agencies to use “junk science” in making determinations for rulemakings, Section 7 of the or-der titled, “Prioritizing Accuracy in Environmental Analyses”, Trump put federal agencies on notice he will not tolerate the politicization of their environmental analysis’s. He disbanded numerous working groups within government including the Interagency Working Group on the Social Cost of Greenhouse Gases (IWG). He also ordered that, “Within 30 days of the date of this order, the Administrator of the EPA, in collab-oration with the heads of any other relevant agencies, shall submit join recommendations to the Director of OMB on the legality and continuing applicability of the Administrator’s findings, “Endangerment and Cause or Contribute Findings for Greenhouse Gases Under Section 202(a) of the Clean Air Act,” Final Rule, 74 FR 66496 (December 15, 2009).”

				The Endangerment finding has been the cudgel used by federal agencies to hammer American industry, including trucking, with all sorts of “Climate Change” nonsense. In its extreme, Federal Highway wanted all states to account for greenhouse gases (GHG) from all highways under their jurisdiction and make reports to Washington. GHG emis-sions from vehicles using newly constructed highways were to also be figured out and reported, ostensibly for the feds to determine if a highway project could move forward.

				The good news is, all of this is coming to a halt, at least for the next 4 years, longer if congress does its job and passes nec-essary legislation to make many of Trump’s EO’s permanent.
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					Lee Zeldin Confirmed to Lead US EPA

					Former New York congressman, Lee Zeldin, was confirmed by the US Senate to be the new Administrator of US EPA on January 29th.

					Zeldin received his law degree in 2003 and immediately entered the U.S. Army as an ROTC com-missioned second lieutenant. He served in active duty from 2003 to 2007 as part of the army’s Military Intelligence Corps. He transitioned from active duty to the Army Reserve where he achieved the rank of lieutenant colonel.

					He served as a New York State Senator from 2011 to 2014 and was elected to serve in the US House of Representatives where he served until 2023. He ran unsuccessfully for New York Governor losing to current Governor Kathy Hochul. He did receive the largest number of raw votes for any New York Republican gubernatorial candidate since 1970.

					Upon being confirmed by the Senate, Zeldin immedi-ately began to reshape the EPA and dismissed all members of EPA’s controversial Science Advisory Board (SAB) and Clean Air Scientific Advisory Committee (CASAC). As readers of WTN may remember, the WSTA championed re-tired UCLA epidemiologist James Enstrom as he questioned the conflicts on interest of selected participants on both committees. Many received their funding from government grants into the very topics they were asked to analyze.

					The committees will now go through a new nomination process to get a broader perspective on EPA research, past regulations and future proposed regulations.

					During the first week of February, EPA sent notices to 1,100 newer employees notifying them of their likely termina-tion. While many media reports have erroneously attempted to portray the notice as a direct attack on EPA’s work, the truth is the notices are a part of President Trump’s executive order to slim down the size of government and make it more efficient.

					The 1,100 notices were only sent to employees who had been with the agency for less than a year since they were identi-fied as “probationary/trial period” employees. The notice stat-ed, “As a probationary/ trial period employee, the agency has the right to immediately terminate you,” the email says. “The process for probationary removal is that you receive a notice of termination, and your employment is ended immediately.”

					Zeldin is tasked with implementing Trump’s executive orders that are intended to eliminate all federal funding, ap-proved by Biden, to build out infrastructure for zero-emis-sions vehicles, ending the federal $7,500 tax credit for pur-chasers of EV’s, and cut-off approved federal grant funding for existing projects. The latter will face legal lawsuits but puts at serious risk many grant announcements by CARB that are tied to federal funding for a wide variety of CARB issued grants made mostly to local government bodies in California to support a transformation to EV’s.

					President Trump campaigned on ending the EV man-date championed by the environmental left and loathed by the majority of US voters, including the overwhelming ma-jority of truck buyers.
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				Federal Judge Dismisses Legal Challenge to U.S. DOL Independent Contractor Final Rule

				In mid-January, a federal judge dismissed a New Mexico based trucking company’s legal challenge to the U.S. Department of Labor’s 2024 independent contractor final rule.

				The case named Colt & Joe Trucking LLC v. U.S. Department of Labor argued that DOL’s final rule forced them to terminate one of their owner-operators. Plaintiffs also claimed that DOL did not have the statutory authority to issue the rule.

				The federal judge, Kea L Riggs serves in the U.S. District Court for the District of New Mexico. She was nominated to her position by President Trump in 2019. She dismissed every argument made by the plaintiffs.

				There have been multiple lawsuits brought around the country to the final rule, almost all suffered the same fate – getting dismissed.

				While the WSTA wrote extensively about the DOL final rule in the Spring 2024 issue of WTN (you can read our analysis by going online to westrk.org and going into the magazine archives), we have not believed it was as big a threat to independent contractors as other organizations. Our analysis of the final rules impact is also shared by the Owner-Operator Independent Drivers Assn.

				Despite the legal setbacks for those arguing the rule prohibits them from using IC’s, we believe the Trump Administration will initiate another rulemaking to revert DOL’s interpretation back to what was determined during Trump’s first term. Basically, we’ve entered an era of regu-latory “ping pong” where each new administration will re-vise rules it doesn’t see favorable to their particular constitu-encies. In the case of President Biden, it was trial lawyers and organized labor.

				FMCSA Doesn’t Reverse Previous Determination Prohibiting California and Washington Meal & Rest Breaks on Interstate Drivers

				Late in 2023 at the behest of the State of California and Teamsters Union, the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration entertained reversing their previous determi-nation that California and Washington State were preempted in enforcing the MRB rules on interstate truckers. The went so far as to publish a Federal Register notice requesting comments on changing their determination.

				This was pure political gamesmanship on the part of the agency driven by direction from the Secretary of Transportation, Pete Buttigieg. The effort was to placate the Teamsters and especially trial lawyers as well as the State of California while also acting on behalf of those two main Democrat party financial contributors.

				The WSTA was instrumental in getting the original pre-emption determination from FMCSA under previous admin-istrator Raymond Martinez. We filed comments opposing FMCSA “changing its mind.”

			

		

		
			
				While it is hard to say “why” FMCSA did not issue a reversal in the waning hours of the Biden Administration, we can only hope it is an indicator that the career regulators in the agency were able to thwart an obvious political play making it more difficult in the future for the agency to being taken seriously as a safety focused agency if the determina-tion has been reversed.

				Nikola Sale Possible?

				Fallout has begun with California pulling (not get-ting) its necessary waiver from U.S. EPA for the Advanced Clean Fleets regulation forcing many to buy a zero-emission truck(s).

				On January 24, 2025 lots of articles popped up about Nikola management looking to possibly sell the company – in full or partially.

				Reportedly, Nikola only has enough cash to last through the first quarter of this year. As with all the electric vehicle manufactures, especially in trucking, they were banking on truck owners being forced into buying their products (and generous subsidies from local, state, and federal govern-ments). Many of the federal grants to local and state gov-ernments to subsidize grant programs for zero-emissions vehicles will also be curtailed.

				We’re certain that the bureaucrats at CARB and poli-ticians in Sacramento are trying to figure out how they may develop “workarounds” to the lack of a waiver. There is zero possibility that they will get one from the Trump Administration over the next four years.

				We will be keeping an eagle eye of CARB (as always) since the environmental community is awash in self-serv-ing outrage and can be expected to try and “slip something through,” claiming a waiver is not necessary for whatever they dream up. That would only result in more litigation.

				In the meantime, manufacturers of zero-emissions ve-hicles are going to have to try and sell their products based on sound, profitable business decisions where a “win/win” can be created for the seller and buyer. If they cannot do that, we expect to see a lot of bankruptcies.

				An entire industry has popped up in trucking, especially most of the trucking trade press where they promoted zero-emissions vehicles as the best thing since sliced bread, ig-noring all of us who are saying “this isn’t going to work.” This happened because the parent companies of the trade press were all too willing to sacrifice their editorial inde-pendence to chase advertising dollars from manufactures of ZEV’s. It’d be nice to see some critical editorializing again instead of shilling for advertisers.
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				Water War of Words: Newsom Blinks

				One of the contributing factors to the spread and de-struction from the Palisades Fire was that the fire depart-ment could not get water from fire hydrants. In the “blame game” that has ensued, many are questioning why the Los Angeles Department of Water and Power had drained and not refilled the 117 million-gallon Santa Ynez Reservoir right above Pacific Palisades.

				While LA’s DWP states they drained the reservoir early in 2024 to repair a torn liner, it has also been claimed there was not water available to refill it.

				Arguing about water in California has literally hap-pened since the state’s inception. While California does cycle through wet and dry periods, remember it’s only been two years since heavy Sierra snow melt cause the partial reformation of Tulare Lake in the Central Valley. California does have some years where water is over abundant but has failed to capitalize on that bounty by being able to capture and store excess water in wet years.

				In 2024 Californians passed Prop 1 allocating billions of dollars to build more water storage projects (dams). Unfortunately, poli-ticians in the state have ig-nored the will of the people as expressed by the over-whelming support for the bond measure and failed to initiate a single project.

				After the Paradise Fire in 2018 a war of words erupt-ed between then President Donald Trump and California Governor Gavin Newsom where Trump accused Newsom of being an aggravating cause of California’s increasing deadly fires. Trump then pinned the blame (major contributing fac-tor) on the fires on Newsom’s refusal to properly manage the states forests and build the dams capable of saving more of the rain and run-off from snow.

				Newsom has always bowed to the wishes of the states radical environmentalist and in fact has done the opposite of building more storage and instead removed hydroelectric dams on the Klamath River. The dam removal project was the largest in US history.

				The Palisades and Eaton Fires reignited the war of words between newly reelected Trump and Governor Newsom. Trump claimed mismanagement caused the destruction with a focus on failure to cut scrub bush and again, water. Newsom as usual refused to accept any accountability for his decisions as governor that have virtually ignored ways to minimize fire damage – especially in urban areas.

					Executive Order that ordered California capture more wa-ter from pending storms.

					Going back to Trump’s first term as President, telling Newsom to save more water has always been a key mes-saging point, only it too was ignored, just like the voter approved Proposition from 2014.

					In the Governors press release he self-servingly said:

					“It is more important than ever that we maximize ev-ery opportunity to recharge our groundwater supplies. As we anticipate rain and snow in Northern California, we are also preparing to use every last drop to boost our water supply for communities and farms throughout the state. By storing these stormwaters, we are creating a literal rainy-day fund to help us recover from a multi-year drought and prepare for our hotter, drier future.”

					The executive order also directs the Department of Water Resources and other state agencies to take action to maximize diversion of those excess flows to boost the state’s water storage in Northern California, including stor-age in San Luis Reservoir south of the Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta.

					The San Luis Reservoir is the state’s 5th largest and pumps excess water from the California Aqueduct for re-lease into the Aqueduct in the summer.

					As if on cue, many of the so-called environmental groups howled in protest.

					While Newsom’s action is long overdue and welcome, it is not being too cynical to believe the governor who is term limited in 2026 and has presidential aspirations, is able to read political tea leaves nationally and knows his kow-towing to the extreme environmental left would likely limit his ability to win a national election.

					Credit the Trump Effect, or whatever, but Newsom’s failures to mitigate the massive fires in California is a huge political liability and he has two short years to at-tempt to rehabilitate his seriously bruised reputation as a capable leader in time to launch a bid for President in 2028.

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				Supreme Court Refuses to Hear Broker Liability Case (Again)

				The question of whether a transportation broker can be held legally liable after a carrier they hire is involved in a crash, will not get Supreme Court clarification despite split rulings within the federal court circuits.

				In January, the U.S. Supreme Court for the third time refused to take up a case involving broker liability.

				The particular case was Gauthier v. TQL (a large na-tional transportation broker). The case was brought by the widow of a man killed in a highway crash involving a truck hauling a TQL brokered load. The legal tactic of suing the broker has only increased in recent years as trial attorneys attempt any way, they can to expand liability after a crash to collect more money than is available with a motor carriers liability insurance. This happens often in California.

				The appeal to the Supreme Court was filed by the wid-ow after the 11th Circuit Court of Appeals affirmed a low-er court finding that the Federal Aviation Administration Authorization Act (FAAAA) shielded TQL from liability. In a twist, TQL also asked the Supreme Court to take the case, presumably to put the issue of broker liability to bed once and for all.

				Broker liability currently depends on which federal cir-cuit is involved. Landstar Systems prevailed in a case in 
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				the 11th Circuit, C.H. Robinson prevailed in a case in the 7th Circuit but lost a case in the 9th Circuit.

				Typically, a split in the federal court circuits almost as-sures the Supreme Court takes up a case so that the entire country faces the same decisions from federal courts and geography doesn’t determine outcomes.

				For whatever reasons, the Supreme Court has shown a complete aversion to taking up any cases involving the F4A. Whether it is broker liability or California’s AB 5, the Supreme Court has refused to hear cases in recent years in-volving the F4A.

				Because the WSTA is aware of this aversion by the court, we avoid F4A claims as the sole basis of litigation – especially in the 9th Circuit which has a track record of deci-sions outside the norm of other federal circuits.

				The City of Pasadena has been working closely with LA County, the US Army Corps of Engineers (USACE), Caltrans, and other neighboring jurisdictions to determine haul routes for the Phase 2 Fire Debris Removal Program. As shown in the attached map, three haul routes have been defined for the Pasadena/Altadena area:

				West of Lake Ave: Woodbury Road to Arroyo Blvd to I-210 on/off ramps

				East of Lake Ave and west of Eaton Canyon Golf Course: New York Drive to Sierra Madre Villa Ave to Rosemead Blvd to I-210 on/off ramps

				Trucks hauling debris from the burn areas to the I-210 freeway will utilize local streets until they reach the haul route, and from there will utilize the haul route to access the freeway.

The City reminds resi-dents to be patient and drive safely if they experience the additional truck traffic along these haul routes, as this is a critical part of the rebuilding process and recovery effort.

				WSTA Attends TPPF Policy Summit in Austin

				The WSTA has cultivated a long-standing relationship with the Texas Public Policy Foundation (TPPF) as a re-sult of another long-standing relationship with attorney Ted Hadzi-Antich who is a staff attorney with the TPPF. The TPPF is representing the WSTA in a number of federal cases involving the U.S. EPA.

				WSTA was invited to participate in their annual Policy Summit on the University of Texas campus the week of February 17th. One of the goals was meeting with their liti-gation team to see how working together we could be repre-sented by the TPPF in future litigation that fits within their mission statement. The TPPF mission statement is:

				The Foundation’s mission is to promote and defend lib-erty, personal responsibility, and free enterprise in Texas and the nation by educating and affecting policymakers and the Texas public policy debate with academically sound re-search and outreach.

				Funded by thousands of individuals, foundations, and corporations, the Foundation does not accept government funds or contributions to influence the outcomes of its research.

				The public is demanding a different direction for their government, and the Texas Public Policy Foundation is pro-viding the ideas that enable policymakers to chart that new course.

				The TPPF is keen to see a roll-back in many EPA regula-tions and making it more difficult for the agency in the future to issue costly and draconian regulations based on a new ad-ministration in Washington – basically, the same things WSTA supports. WSTA and TPPF efforts are directly related to the California Air resources Board’s (CARB) radical at-tempts to re-shape not just California’s trucking industry but reshape the industry nationally because of California’s out-sized economic impact on national transportation policy.

				Once CARB is issued a waiver from the U.S. EPA, all other states have the option to adopt California rules versus EPA rules and often CARB is way ahead of U.S. EPA in rulemakings since in certain in-stances, CARB has more authority under the Clean Air Act than the feds.

				California outsized influence comes into play when oth-er states adopt California rules and because of this, CARB’s rules on Light Duty Trucks has been adopted by states rep-resenting 40.2% of all vehicle registrations of that type and 25.5% of all heavy-duty vehicles. California gets to set the national market in essence since manufactures will not build

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				Commissioner Lara Takes Action to Ensure FAIR Plan Can Continue Paying Consumer Claims After the Southern California Wildfires

				Feb 11, 2025 – Ordering the insurance companies’ in the FAIR Plan to continue swiftly paying claims to Southern California wildfire survivors, Insurance Commissioner Ricardo Lara today took action to maintain its solid financial footing. The FAIR Plan, an insurance safety net that the state requires insurance companies to operate, requested the Commissioner’s approval for $1 billion in additional funds from its member companies and also released detailed data about its claims paid to wildfire survivors.

				Pursuant to statute, Commissioner Lara approved the FAIR Plan’s request – known as an “assessment” – for the funding necessary to continue meeting its obligations to Californians. Commissioner Lara’s action is consistent with his Sustainable Insurance Strategy and FAIR Plan modern-ization order, issued last summer, which established con-ditions to protect FAIR Plan policyholders and uphold the integrity of the state’s insurance market.

				Key actions include:

				Directing the FAIR Plan to hire additional staff needed to process and pay claims fairly, fully, and quickly.

				Requiring the FAIR Plan to utilize all available funds, including reserves and reinsurance funds.

				Protecting consumers from bearing the full cost of an assessment, with insurance companies respon-sible for half the assessment under an agreement reached last year. Subject to the Commissioner’s prior approval under Proposition 103, insurance companies may issue a temporary supplemental fee as a percentage of the policy premium and can-not pass assessment costs on to consumers in future rates.

				Maintaining a healthy FAIR Plan reserve fund for future claims as the summer wildfire season approaches.

				Requiring the FAIR Plan to comply with all laws applicable to other insurance companies, including advance payments for living expenses and personal property without the need for an inventory.

				Note what is said in the third bullet, “Protecting con-sumers from bearing the full cost of an assessment.” This is precisely why California’s homeowner’s insurance market-place is in trouble. The state interferes with a proper work-ing marketplace that would allow insurance companies to properly price risk into their policies. The inability to do this is also why many insurance companies are leaving the state forcing homeowners into the insurer of last resort.

				Insurance Commissioner Ricardo clearly believes in a “free lunch.” The provision capping the cost assessment for those insured under the FAIR Plan will only transfer those costs over to California homeowners not insured through the FAIR Plan – which perversely could cause more of those homeowners to flip over to the FAIR Plan.

				Meanwhile every major homeowner’s insurance compa-nies have pending requests for rate increases sitting with the insurance commission as a direct result of the increasingly costly California fires. On February 14, 2025, Insurance Commissioner Lara rejected an emergency request from the states largest home insurer – State Farm for an emergency rate increase.

				Apparently, Commissioner Lara doesn’t believe the old saying “what is good for the goose is also good for the gan-der.” This very likely sets up another round of policy can-cellations by State Farm as it attempts to get its financial commitments in line with risk.
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				Constructing Trucking Company Files for Bankruptcy Protection

				In January Miranda Logistics Enterprises Inc. of Los Angeles along with its sister company, Grit & Gravel Inc., filed for Chapter 11 bankruptcy protection. Miranda also owns Staffers Unlimited, a payroll company which is unaf-fected by the bankruptcy filing.

				Miranda Logistics Enterprises has no US DOT number nor CA number. Grit & Gravel has a severely outdated US DOT number of 3536760 showing 15 trucks operated and a CA number of 577413 and as of February 7th still had an active CA motor carrier of property permit.

				The company filing listed assets as $50,000 and li-abilities between $1 and $10 million with 99 total creditors. Some creditors are trucking companies.

				The company blamed its filing on a relationship with a factoring company where the agreement made Miranda 100 percent liable in the event the factoring company could not collect receivables (recourse factoring).

				The company provided earthwork, excavation, and de-molition services.

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				Port of Oakland Records 2.26 Million TEU’s Last Year

				Data shows resilience, growth; loaded containers up 15 percent from previous year

				The Port of Oakland experienced a solid 2024, process-ing 2.26 million TEUs (twenty-foot containers), represent-ing a 9.5% increase over 2023. The 2024 cargo data reflects a long-term growth trend in consumer spending in the San Francisco Bay Area and in the rest of the country.

				“Consumer demand has remained resilient, driving high-er import volumes through the Port,” said Port of Oakland Maritime Director Bryan Brandes. “This performance un-derscores the port’s strong foundation for continued growth and its critical role in global trade.”

				On the full container side, imports saw a strong 15% increase in 2024, while exports grew by 5.4% year over year, highlighting balanced growth across key markets. Despite an 8% decline in the overall U.S. refrigerated (reefer) market in 2024, the Port of Oakland demonstrated resilience, limit-ing reefer volume declines to just 4%, thereby significantly outperforming broader market trends. Leading the reefer category were beef (36,000 TEUs) and pork (31,000 TEUs), with most of this cargo handled directly at the port.

				In the dry cargo market, imports were led by furniture (110,000 TEUs), plastic products (60,000 TEUs), and batter-ies (37,000 TEUs), with the latter contributing $6.7 billion in cargo value. On the export side, wastepaper dominated with nearly 130,000 TEUs, while the export of nuts reached an impressive 83,000 TEUs, valued at over $4 billion.

				While the data shows improvement year-over-year, the port still has not returned to the level of cargo volume expe-rienced in 2018 and 2019 prior to the pandemic (see graph below for historical container activity).

				Lack of CARB Waiver for ACF: Analysis for port trucking

				Since CARB abandon its attempt to get a federal waiver from US EPA for the Advanced Clean Fleet (ACF) regula-tion (see article on p. 17), it somewhat leaves in limbo the part of the rule that mandated drayage truckers, regardless of fleet size, begin a conversion to zero-emissions trucks.

				The key components of the ACF directed at drayage trucking were:

			

		

		
			
				Legacy drayage trucks are non-zero emission dray-age trucks with 2010 or newer model year engines and that were reported in CARB’s Truck Regulations Upload, Compliance, and Reporting System (TRUCRS) on or before December 31, 2023.

				Beginning January 1, 2024, only zero-emission (ZE) drayage trucks can be newly reported as dray-age trucks in TRUCRS; and legacy drayage trucks must visit a California seaport or intermodal rail-yard at least once each calendar year.

				Beginning January 1, 2025, drayage truck owners must annually report odometer reading, engine fam-ily, and engine model year for all legacy drayage trucks that are 12 years old or older; and any legacy drayage truck reported in TRUCRS must not ex-ceed its minimum useful life threshold. Beginning 2025, non-ZE trucks will be removed from drayage by March 31 of each calendar year if they did not meet the annual visit requirement or if they have exceeded their minimum useful life threshold.

				By 2035, all drayage trucks reported in TRUCRS must be ZE.

				During the rulemaking process, CARB was explicit in saying to enforce the drayage truck aspects of the ACF that they required a federal waiver. This was explicitly stated by CARB in a letter to the California Trucking Association on December 27, 2023 as part of an agreement related to CTA’s ACF litigation. CARB stated:

				As CARB has conveyed through its counsel, CARB will not take enforcement action as to the high-priority or drayage fleet reporting requirements or registration pro-hibitions until U.S. EPA grants a preemption waiver ap-plicable to those regulatory provisions or determines a waiver is not necessary. Accordingly, CARB’s reg-istration system will not prevent fleets from adding new internal-combustion-engine vehicles in this period. CARB also will not take enforcement ac-tion against vehicles that exceed their useful life periods (as defined in the regulation and includ-ing 2007-2009 model-year natural gas drayage trucks) – meaning CARB will not de-register those vehicles – until U.S. EPA grants a preemption waiver applicable to the relevant regulatory provi-sions or determines a waiver is not necessary.

				It important to note the CARB withdraw of the ACF happened even without US EPA even making an allowance that a waiver was not necessary (which had it been issued would have led to lawsuits challenging that finding).

				Currently, CARB has no legal ability, nor do ports, to mandate zero-emission trucks or even the retirement of older drayage trucks. For at least the next four years there is zero chance that US EPA will entertain any “reworked” rulemaking and issue a waiver.
